Coryphella polaris n. sp.

Body limaciform, depressed dorso-ventrally-
Head broad and distinctly separated from foot-
Rhinophores thick and twice as long as oral
tentacles. Papillae short, rather stout, of semi-
conical form, set all along the sides of the back
in 10—I1 transversal rows (3—4 papillae in a
row). Anterior margin of the foot slightly round-
ed and with short projections at its corners.
Anus lateral and situated immediately under the

rhinophores. Radula narrow, colourless, trans-
parent, consisting of 17 rows of teeth; each row
contains three teeth of the shape usual to the
genus. Median tooth has a horse-shoe base, -its
central cusp bifurcated, with 7—8 lateral den-
ticles. Lateral teeth thin, their base concave
and tips curved somewhat inward; they bear
6—8 denticles on the inner side. This form
is allied to a number of Northern-Atlantic spe-
cies, more closely resembling Coryphella sarsi
Friele, but differing from the latter by its radu-
la. Dimensions of the specimen examined: length
I5 mm, width 8 mm, height 6 mm. Colour in
alcohol pale yellow,
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
